2. Minutes and matters arising

Live programme (see previous minutes) dates and times will be circulated Fiona Mckellor.

The hub at White Lion Street will open in the autumn.  The council is currently in the process of finalising the specification for a provider to run the hub.  This will be advertised in the next few weeks through the London Tenders Portal.  
London Tenders Portal is the now the main route for Islington Council to advertise tendering opportunities.  There are also other London wide opportunities on the portal. The council is running training for providers who want to register on the portal.  Providers who wish to book on the training should contact Ima Orosei who will allocate a convenient time slot on one of the dates below:

3. Cally Summer Programme

MH has produced a template for service providers to submit details of summer programmes in order to collate and share data. 

Feedback from the meeting was positive.  MH will distribute, providers are asked to respond with their summer programme information by mid-June.
4. Cally Festival

The Cally Festival will take place on Sunday 3rd July from 12pm 6pm.

PDW gave a run through of some of the acts and activities that will be at the Festival, more details of which can be found at www.thecallyfestival.com.

MH would like to combine some of the festival activities with the aims of this group, particularly around engaging with young women.   He outlined the idea suggested so far, of a designated area with ‘traditional’ activities that could attract young women such as hair and beauty etc.  CH suggested rather than a separate area, tailor some activities towards young women such as prizes etc.

There will be 10-15 stalls available for local service providers, with an aspiration that most of these will be free of charge with costs being subsidised by the commercial stalls.
5. Engagement and mobilisation fund (Islington Children’s Services)

There is £150,000+ available from Islington Council to support work that will engage with new groups of young people, particularly focusing on young women, young people with disabilities and some targeted black and ethnic minority groups.  The work to be procured will be short-term and results focused and will be aimed at engaging the young people into the existing council-funded youth provision, including the hubs when they come on-line.
Providers can obtain further information and make a bid through the tendering process on London Tenders Portal.

6. Construction Youth Trust

Construction Youth Trust provides skills training and engagement with disadvantaged groups of young people in construction.

As part of their support for the festival, CYT has committed to producing some seating for the festival site. CH is seeking to recruit young people from the area for this project and also would require the use of a space. No age group has yet been decided.  It was discussed that a younger age group would be more appropriate for this type of project, eg 12 to 16 years and that recruitment could be supported by adventure playgrounds.
CH reported on Pathways to Success - this is a re-engagement programme for people aged up to 25 who are outside work or education, and who are interested in a career in the construction industry.  The project will create a pathway adjacent to Perth Green House by the Bemerton Children’s Centre, and will be a practical, hands-on way for young people to learn about what it is like to work in this industry.  Phase 1 will be completed by the end of May and the 2nd phase will start at the start of July to dovetail with the school leaving date.   There will be places for 12 young people aged 16-24 on the programme.  Providers should contact CH to refer young people who are eligible.
7. Free Radicals

As discussed at the previous meeting Free Radicals is an initiative to help young people become more involved in the political process. Currently the aim is to visit projects and build momentum over the summer.

8. Global Generation

NVdE reported that Global Generation is supporting young people to develop skills and engagement whilst also providing a platform for social enterprise. NVdE is looking for 12 young people to become the next cohort of ‘generators’, for their one-year youth leadership programme.  This will be to develop a roof top food growing area on the new White Lion Street youth hub, and kick start the involvement of employers in the hub.  The age group is quite flexible, probably between 13-19.

9. All Change Arts

SL reported that Platform, which is the performing arts youth hub, will be opening in July on Hornsey Road.  To coincide with its opening there will be a two week Platform Festival of youth arts which will start from the 5th of July.  This is being supported by a large range of local and national arts organisations and will be offering an exciting range of opportunities for all young people in Islington.
